OREGON SOCIETY OF ENROLLED AGENTS
BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

JULY 21, 2017
President Daniel Stearns called the meeting to order at 11:00am held at Umpqua Bank in Springfield, Oregon. A quorum was established and proxies were submitted from Cletus Fernandez and Barbara Craven giving Daniel Stearns authority to vote for them. The OrSEA mission statement was read. The May 22, 2017 Board Meeting minutes were read. An attendee sign-in sheet is attached as part of these original minutes. Member Susan Bladorn took notes and will prepare the minutes for the meeting.
MOTION: Kirkwood Donavin moved and Maddy Gaoiran seconded, that the minutes be approved with one change on page 3-Legislative Committee, correcting the spelling of Daniel Stearns’ name. Motion passed unanimously.
President’s Report: Daniel Stearns submitted a written report reviewing his ideas for the future of OrSEA. He would like us to develop a plan to provide low cost/low stress educational events at local levels. The Board discussed the mechanics of those events and getting CPE certificates for the attendees. Normal education providers protocol is required. The Board noted that Policies and Procedures will need to be written after a few events have been held.

MOTION: Ira Rosenberg moved and Maddy Gaoiran seconded, that OrSEA authorize members to put on CPE sessions which are supported by OrSEA as long as they follow any procedures established by the Board and is pre-approved by the Education Committee. Motion passed unanimously. 

Daniel also mentioned that he would like each meeting “Action Items” be sent out to the Board members as soon as possible after each meeting. See the last page of the minutes for those items.
Daniel also reported on Oregon HB 2087 which was not passed by the Legislature. It passed the House of Representatives but the Senate did not address it. The next legislative session will be during tax season 2018. We will need representation there. Daniel also expressed his interest in having more OrSEA/EA presence at the Oregon Board of Tax Practitioners (OBTP) meetings. The Board discussed our future challenge in getting Enrolled Agent’s acknowledged by Oregon governing boards as equal to Certified Public Accountants.

In addition, Daniel reported that the Oregon Supreme Court denied review of the petition by OBTP on the decision to invalidate OAR-800-0020-0015(5), the administrative rule promulgated by the OBTP. The court invalidated the rule on the grounds that the rule contravened ORS 673.637(2). So, WE WIN!!

VICE PRESIDENT’S REPORT: Maddy Gaoiran gave a verbal report. She attended the Tax Advocate meeting along with Daniel Stearns and Mariluz Reyes which happened just after our conference in May. HB2087 was mentioned at that meeting. She also reported that the OSTC Conference is being held at Seven Feathers Convention Center on 9/28-29/2017. We would like to man an information table at that conference. The Super Star Seminar is being held in Wilsonville on 10/24-25/2017 and the IRS Forum is being held on 10/23/17.
DIRECTOR REPORTS:
· North Director Eve Davis gave a verbal report on the tentative MAC plan to have an event in late October.  The Board discussed the challenges they have with meeting locations.
· Central East Director Cindy Petersen submitted a written report which is attached and a part of these original minutes. No event is planned for this year. OSTC is big in Bend and dominates the education in that area.

· South Chapter Director Maddy Gaoiran gave a verbal report that the South Chapter had to cancel their 2016 event since only 10 people pre-registered and there would have been a substantial loss. They have been discussing changing the venue for any future events, most likely to be in Grants Pass or Medford.
· At Large Director Carol Mulder had nothing to report.

TREASURER’S REPORT: Ira Rosenberg submitted a written report, a copy of which is attached to these original minutes.

· Historian: Susan Bladorn submitted a written report a copy of which is attached to these original minutes. The Oregon Supreme Court denied review of the Oregon Appeals Court decision to invalidate OAR-800-0020-0015(5) was an historical event for OrSEA.
· Annual Conferences: 2018 Kirkwood Donavin will acquire the OBTP, OSB & CPA lists of Oregon Licensees. He will e-mail the dates of the conference which will be published in the next newsletter. The location is the Holiday Inn in Springfield. 2019 June Brock reported that costs may be too high in Ashland. The Board discussed possibly going back to the coast. It was deferred to the October 2017 meeting.  2020 location was discussed. Possibly return to Hood River.
· Education: June Brock submitted a written report a copy of which is attached and a part of these original minutes. She reviewed potential speakers for the 2018 conference. She will begin making contacts.
· Government Relations: IRS Michael Davidson reported that the SEE exam fees will increase on 5/1/18 and then again on 5/1/19. The IRS Forum is planned for 10/23/17. Maddy Gaoiran reported on that DOR has job openings. The next Fish Bowl meeting is scheduled for 7/28/17.
